  At the last Board Meet-

ing, I reported that our 

cash position continues 

to be very strong at 

$496 thousand as of the 

end of May (compared 

with $496 thousand at 

the end of April). Of 

that, we have $219 

thousand for operations, 

$275 thousand in our 

reimbursements to 

Board Members so that it 

is clear why any such 

payments are being 

made. 

  We have incurred some 

early expenses for the 

addition to our Commu-

nity Center. However, 

the spending will acceler-

ate as soon as the neces-

sary permit approval 

process is completed and 

construction actually 

gets underway. We will 

be tracking those ex-

penses carefully to make 

sure we stay within our 

proposed budget. 

  Finally, it is that time to 

begin preparation for

Our Health Corner:  Itõs That Allergy Time of Year

Dangerous distraction, òCell 

Phonesó: 

     After a long, cold winter, most of us are 

eager for the blooming 

flowers, budding trees and sunny days of 

springðbut for allergy sufferers, springtime 

can be a mixed blessing.  The pollen from all 

those glorious plants can cause sniffling, 

sneezing and itchy, watery eyes. 

     The good news is that you donõt have to 

suffer.  òThere are effective treatments out 

there,ó says a family medicine physician with 

Lehigh Valley Health Network. 

      The new generation of antihistamines 

including loratadine (Claritin and Alavert) and 

cetirizine (Zyrtec) offer relief without causing 

drowsiness, so allergy sufferers no longer 

have to choose between sneezing and being 

awake and alert.   The key is to take the medi-

cine promptly. 

     òAntihistamines should work within a cou-

ple of hours, but if you wait to take them until 

you have significant symptoms, you may not 

get sufficient relief. 

In that case, you may need to add a decongestant 

(in oral or nasal form).  Always follow the package 

directions, and talk to your doctor before taking a 

decongestant if you have high blood pressure, a 

heart condition, thyroid disease, diabetes, glau-

coma, prostate issues or if youõre pregnant. 

     For some, over-the-counter remedies arenõt 

enough.  òIf your symptoms are severe or persis-

tent or donõt respond to over-the-counter drugs, 

see your doctor,ó you may need a prescription 

medication, or it might not be allergies and you 

need to find out what it is.ó 

     Meanwhile, on days when pollen counts are 

high you can reduce the impact by staying in-

doors, running the air conditioner, and dusting 

and vacuuming regularly.

*Loss of consciousness

back, neck, jaw or stomach

*Cold sweats, nausea or lightheadedness 
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    Cell phone use is a dangerous distraction for 

teens, increasing the risk for a crash by 400%. 

     When reacting to risks on the road, every 

second counts- and sending a single text mes-

sage, the team found, takes the driverõs atten-

tion away for an average of 26 seconds.   An 

even bigger distraction for teens is having 

other teen passengers in the car.  òSimply put, 

adding kids into cars driven by kids dramati-

cally increases the risk for a fatal crashó.  One 

teen passenger raises the risk by 50 percent, 

two double the risk and three triple it. 

Chain of Survival, some helpful 

warning signs: 

        After 4,700 observations at four Pennsyl-

vania and New Jersey high schools, the re-

searchers found that more than a third of teens 

drove with their  attention split.  òItõs a huge 

safety issue, because 80% of crashes are due 

to some kind of distraction within three seconds 

of the crash.

Highlights of the Summer Night Sky 

at Brier Crest Woods 

     Greetings fellow Brier Crest 

Woods star gazers. The warm 

months have arrived and with them 

a sky full of stars and planets. To 

the casual observer a planet looks 

just like a star, but it is easy to tell 

the difference. The positions of the 

stars are fixed in the night sky 

(well, for at least a few thousand 

years, after that they do shift a bit). 

But the positions of the planets are 

constantly changing and you can 

even see the change from one night 

to the next if there is a star nearby 

as a reference point. So how can 

you tell a star from a planet? Go to 

skymaps.com every month and 

download a free sky map to help 

you find your way around the sky. 

     There is a real treat in the skies 

of early July.  If you go out about an 

hour after sunset, say around 9:30, 

you can see three planets and a 

star making a nearly straight line in 

the western sky. Even if there is 

still a bit of glow from the sunset 

you will be able to find this ar-

rangement of lights in the sky. The 

brightest and lowest of the objects 

is our sister planet Venus. Then as 

you go up and to the left you will 

see Regulus, the bottom star of the 

òbackwards question markó of the 

constellation Leo the Lion. Beyond 

Regulus are Mars and then Saturn. 

This arrangement is best on July 1st. 

By July 9th Venus will be directly 

next to Regulus because as I men-

tioned in the opening paragraph, 

the planets positions change from 

night to night but the stars stay fixed 

in relation to each other. Of course 

they rise in the east and set in the 

west just as the Moon and Sun do as 

our planet spins through its daily 

rotation. 

     When August arrives we will need 

to look low in the west to see Venus, 

Mars and Saturn. But stay up a little 

later and look to the east and you will 

see the king of the planets, Jupiter, 

rising. There is no mistaking Jupiter 

for anything else in the sky due to its 

brightness. And if you are not sure if 

you are seeing Jupiter use any pair 

of binoculars and you will see tiny 

òstarsó in a line with the planet. 

Those are not stars; they are Jupi-

terõs brightest moons. If you are 

lucky you will see all four, but what 

you see varies from night to night, 

even hour by hour. 

     But the planets are not the high-

light of August nights. Natureõs fire-

works show occurs on the night of 

August 12/13. I am talking about the 

Perseid meteor shower! This is the 

best meteor shower of the year and 

this will be a good year to see these 

òshooting starsó because the Moon 

sets early. Barb and I plan to be at 

the flat area by the dam to view the 

show, so please join us. Weõll bring 

our telescope to look at the incredi-

ble collection of deep sky objects that 

are in the sky. 

The other highlight of August is the 

Milky Way. The band of light you see 

arching across the sky is the glow of 

the 200 billion stars of our home 

galaxy. If you aim any pair of bin-

oculars at this glow your eyes will 

be filled with stars. 

     When September rolls around 

the sunset is getting earlier so we 

can see stars without staying out 

too late. Jupiter will now be high in 

the sky by 11:00 p.m. so if you have 

a telescope this is a great time to 

look at this beautiful planet. 

     The Summer Triangle will be 

overhead and is easy to pick out 

because it is made up of three 

bright stars in a ð you guessed it ð 

a triangle! The brightest star of 

the Summer Triangle is Vega, and 

you will find that star directly 

overhead. To the east is Deneb in 

Cygnus the Swan. Deneb repre-

sents the back end of the swan 

(maybe we can call it the swan-

butt star) and if you look at the 

nearby stars of the constellation 

you can find the swanõs wings, 

neck and head. The third star of the 

triangle is Altair, which is the head of 

Aquila the Eagle. 

     Rising in the east you will find a 

large square. That is the Great Square 

of Pegasus, the flying horse. If you 

have binoculars take a look about 

halfway from the Great Square toward 

the òWó in the sky that is the constel-

lation Cassiopeia. If you use the sky 

map you can find the Andromeda gal-

axy and see the glow of a few hundred 

billion stars! 

     If you see something in the sky and 

you want to know what it is, send me a 

note at observing@ccas.us. That will 

get your e-mail to me, Don Knabb, the 

observing chairperson and secretary 

of the Chester County Astronomical 

Society. Barb (my Wife) and I live in 

West Chester but we spend many 

nights at our house in Brier Crest 

Woods enjoying the beautiful dark sky.
